Admissions
The L.A. is the admissions authority and publishes an admission booklet each year stating its criteria for admitting pupils to schools.  Copies are available from the school or the L.A.  Our school has a published admissions limit of 60 pupils per year group (this figure is reviewed annually and may be subject to change).

Parents need to note that it is essential to complete the parental preference form which will be sent to you from the L.A.  Failure to complete and return this form by the stated dates may mean that your child will not gain admission to your preferred school, where this has been oversubscribed.

Places in Y3 at a Junior School will be allocated following receipt of parental preferences according to the following criteria which are in priority order.

1.
Children in attendance at Y2 in the associated Infant School.

2.
Children living in the catchment area of the school as defined by the Authority.

3.
Children whose older brothers or sisters will be on the roll of the school at the time of their admission.

4.
Children who have a specific medical reason confirmed by a medical practitioner which the Authority is satisfied makes attendance at that particular school essential.

5.
Children with a compelling social reason which the Authority is satisfied makes attendance at that particular school essential.

6.
Children who live nearest to the school (measured by the shortest safe walking route).

Where parents who live outside the area of the Rotherham Authority, wish to express a preference for a place for their child in a Rotherham Primary School, they should contact the Department of Education Services for further details.

Please note:-

As from September 2013 the school will become a primary school (Ages 3 to 11) and pupils will be admitted into F.S.2 as per RMBC criteria.

INTRODUCTION
Your child will soon be starting Junior School life and we hope that his/her stay will be a happy one.  At this particular time children will perhaps feel that they are "moving up" or "going to the big school", and we know that it may seem a big change to them initially, but we will do everything we can to make them feel welcome and able to settle down quickly and feel that they belong to what is now their school.

THE SCHOOL BUILDING
The community of Maltby is aware that many new exciting changes are planned for our school.  At some point in the not too distant future our school will amalgamate with Hall Infant School.  The new school will be known as MALTBY LILLY HALL PRIMARY SCHOOL.  A new facility is proposed for September 2013.  This will take the form of a re-modelling of the present junior school with the addition of a new building.  The project will provide amazing facilities for our pupils’ 21st century education.

Our school is officially categorised as "Community" which means that funding is received from the L.A.  Your child will find that Lilly Hall Junior School is a pleasant building to be in with light airy classrooms and a lovely view from every classroom. The building was opened in 1961 and has been well maintained ever since. We have a modern building with good facilities, well heated, well equipped and set in a very pleasant environment with countryside visible all around us.  We have eight classrooms in the main building and at present we also have two outside classrooms. We also have a new computer suite and a library.  Playing fields surround the school and we have two playgrounds.

We constantly strive to improve our facilities and we have ambitious designs to continue to create a stimulating playground.

Parents of new children starting from the Hall Infant School will be invited to a meeting in the spring or summer term of each year at which the Head will outline the school philosophy and offer an opportunity to see the school in session. In July of each year parents will be offered a second opportunity to visit and meet their child's new teacher. Any parents of new children who do not attend the Hall Infant School are very welcome to the above-mentioned meeting and, if this is not possible, it is hoped that they will telephone the school in order to arrange for an opportunity to meet the staff and to have a look around the school.  As well as these meetings for parents of the new intake you will find that the children of Y2 will visit the junior school on numerous occasions so that they will, hopefully, feel well acquainted with us.  We pride ourselves on having excellent links with the  Infant School.  Being aware of our place in the middle of the school phases, we are constantly improving liaison with Maltby Academy so as to ensure a smooth transition for our children as they move towards secondary education.

EDUCATION
Whenever possible we have single age, mixed ability classes throughout school. As numbers fluctuate, the organisation of classes and age groups may have to change so as to make the best use of our teaching staff resources.  Mixed age classes as a method of organisation is likely to be used whenever numbers of children and budget restrictions dictate the need. 
Our school philosophy is concerned with recognising the child as an individual.  We are not trying to fill containers with knowledge, we are trying to educate "the whole child" and, in order to do this, we have to give the child as much help with his/her individual needs as possible.

Wherever possible, individual help is given, sometimes it is more practical to work in groups and sometimes class lessons are given.

We aim to stretch all children from the brightest to the less able as we firmly believe that our school has a responsibility to promote the development of a child's full potential academically, socially, and morally.  Further, we believe that such a growth takes place most effectively when a child is happy and secure. We try to make our school a place where there are healthy caring relationships between individuals, within the class family and within other interest groups and extending outwards to all who work in the larger Lilly Hall community, including our children's real family and the wider community which supports the school. We see ourselves as involved in a partnership with parents and, indeed, we treasure and cherish that relationship.  Parents are always welcome in school be it to offer help or to discuss their child's progress. Formal opportunities for discussion are arranged three times per year in October, February and July. Informal opportunities arise more frequently throughout the year. At the end of each school year all parents are presented with a written report on their child's progress. Under recent legislation, all children will be tested at the ages of seven and eleven.  Results of these tests will also be given to parents.

WORKFORCE RE-MODELLING
This is a national agenda which affects every school in the country. As a result of changes to teacher's contracts they are no longer carrying out duties which they have previously done, e.g. collecting dinner money.  In September 2005 all teachers became entitled to 10% non-contact time which helps them to plan lessons and carry out assessments on pupil progress.  As a result of this you can expect that your child is taught by someone other than the class teacher for one tenth of the week. This other person will either be a qualified teacher or a teaching assistant who possesses a higher level qualification or is officially employed to provide cover. We assure all parents that present standards of teaching and learning will not be affected.

OUR SCHOOL DAY
Official school hours are 8.45 a.m. to 12.15 p.m. and 1.30 p.m. to 3.30 p.m.  Out of these five and a half hours of teaching time there is one 25 minute playtime at mid-morning.  Each day there is a time for registration and assembly. In total there are twenty-three hours and thirty minutes of teaching time per week.

We do appreciate children being ready for a prompt start at 8.45 a.m. but for reasons of safety we do ask that children do not arrive on school premises before 8.35 a.m.

We have a wealth of after school activities which vary according to the season and children should inform their parents of their involvement in clubs etc. and let them know if they are staying after normal school hours.

Extra curricular activities, especially music, also take place during lunch times and breaks.

THE CURRICULUM
We aim to provide every child with a broad and balanced curriculum which is progressive and relevant to his/her needs. The primary school curriculum  has undergone a whole series of changes during the past decade and government initiatives have been responded to. Our current curriculum is in line with national guidelines and children are taught Maths, English and Science as the core subjects.  Religious Education and Information Technology also have a heightened profile as core subjects.  The remaining foundation subjects of Art, Design Technology, History, Geography, Music and Physical Education still play an important part in the curriculum of our school.  All children also receive lessons in personal, social, health and emotional education and citizenship.  Since September 2006 the school has been providing all pupils with access to tuition in a modern foreign language.  Our school has opted to teach Spanish and our pupils thoroughly enjoy this aspect of their work.
Much of the content of our curriculum is delivered in a topic based approach and further details are available at the school along with information concerning the procedure for complaints about the curriculum.

We are currently undertaking a full curriculum review.  Working alongside our infant colleagues we are devising a curriculum for the new school.  This curriculum will reflect the needs of our learners and will be strongly motivating and exciting.

The following information is brief but, we hope enlightening.

MATHEMATICS 
The National Numeracy Strategy has been implemented in our school since its start date of September 1999 and from September 2007 we have been working with a revised strategy.  By and large the national agenda has served to reinforce methods of working in this subject which were already established.  Indeed we have always taught maths using a topic approach and we have always been keen to deliver an hour of maths per day. We welcome the focus on mental and oral work and we shall continue to provide your child with a wide and rich variety of mathematical activities which are designed to promote numeracy and true understanding of mathematical concepts.  We are keen to recognise individual needs and abilities for we aim to stretch all our children.

Multiplication tables are still very important.  We feel a good knowledge of them is necessary in order to make progress in mathematics.  You may find your child learning them in many interesting ways and not just by "chanting" them.

ENGLISH 
Reading, writing, listening and speaking play a vital part in every aspect of the curriculum.

We are very much in agreement with the government’s views that Literacy should have a high profile within the primary curriculum. Children in all classes will undertake literacy work every day.  Much of the literacy work is linked to topic studies though language, phonics and the skills of communication are also taught.  We continue to build up our school resources for the delivery of the various aspects of literacy. All classes have access to commercial schemes of work and internet resources which are used at the discretion of the teacher.

READING 
Reading has always been and will continue to be a huge priority for us.  It is important for us to provide rich and varied opportunities for children to develop and improve their reading skills consequently much time and money is spent on providing appropriate reading books in our classrooms and reference materials in our school library.  We very much encourage our children to access Maltby library.

We would wish to take advantage of the many different approaches to the teaching of reading and to ensure that each child meets with success in the way that suits him/her best.  Of major importance to progress in reading for children at Key Stage 2 is the need to practice.  We welcome parental help with reading at home based on the successful recipe of “a little and often”.

Progress in reading does not just mean how many pages have been read but also involves asking questions about the story, being able to read words picked out at random and maybe predicting what might happen next. The teachers appreciate the help given by parents with reading and, if any parents are able to give up a little time to help in school, they are very welcome (background checks would have to be made).

WRITING
Writing has always formed an important part of a days activities in our school. We continue to develop the children’s abilities to write for a variety of purposes.

Writing is cross-curricular and our children will be involved in many kinds of writing. Writing to record, to report, to instruct, to describe, writing in prose, writing in poetry are a few examples.  We shall ensure that our children have richness of experience about which to write. Visits into the environment or visitors and objects brought into school provide excellent stimulation.

Additionally we give particular attention to spelling and grammar.  As our classes are all of mixed ability the children's spellings on their written work are all marked individually. This means that, though all spellings are not marked, the ones we feel should be right, considering the child's ability, are marked and we expect the child to write them in a word book and learn them.  The less able child has not got the capacity to take in all the spelling mistakes that are made and we feel that the simple, basic ones are the most important.  A bright child will not make many spelling mistakes anyway, and we will expect all those that are wrong to be learned.

Word families are studied along with words that can be split into two or more words, for all the time we want children to observe closely the pattern of a word, then try to imagine it in their heads without looking at it written down and then try to write it correctly themselves.

Handwriting standards are very important and we teach this subject quite formally in short, sharp bursts.  We use the Nelson handwriting programme.

We recognise that our pupils need to develop their communication skills and so opportunities to listen and speak are constantly being developed.  Pupils in all classes listen to each other and their teacher who will present a range of experiences of stories and poems.  Children are encouraged and provided with the opportunity to speak in various circumstances and to various audiences.  We are very conscious of every child’s needs to develop these skills of dialogue.

SCIENCE
Much of our science work is incorporated into our topic based approach to learning.  We recognise the child's natural curiosity about his/her world and we aim to offer them opportunities to investigate their surroundings.  We recognise that science is all around us and we hope to stimulate our children into discovery and learning in increasing depth.  

Education relating to human sexual matters is not a prescribed part of our curriculum.  We do however offer a series of lessons covering relevant aspects of sex education.  We utilise the support and expertise of our school nursing service and whenever this is to happen, parents will be informed beforehand and given the opportunity to view teaching materials.  Any incidental sex education which can arise naturally and spontaneously will be undertaken in a sensitive and careful manner, always taking into consideration the maturity level of the child.

INFORMATION AND COMMUNICATIONS TECHNOLOGY (I.C.T.)
We are constantly developing the role of I.C.T. within our curriculum for we recognise that this subject prepares pupils to participate in a rapidly changing world.  

Our school is a part of The National Grid For Learning and we hope to enable our children to experience the rapid access to ideas and information.  We also wish to offer our children experience of word processing, graphics, and data handling.  We do not see this as an isolated activity but as an important part of the world into which the child is growing and so the computer is integrated into the curriculum and used where it can add to or extend the work of the children.

Since September 2005 we have been able to provide Interactive Whiteboards in all classrooms. Both teachers and children have responded very favourably and learning has taken a new and exciting turn.
RELIGIOUS EDUCATION
Religious Education is taught in school.  It is non-denominational and of a moral and ethical nature.  It is taught both as a subject and also in Assembly. Children are made aware that there are different religions in the world and some people worship in a different way from us.  There are occasions during the year (e.g. Christmas or Easter) when the whole school visit church together to hold a special service. We do anticipate that all children will join in unless parents have other wishes.

Parents do have a right, under section 25 of the 1944 Education Act, to withdraw their child from religious worship or instruction if they so wish. If any parent wishes to exercise that right the child would be given work to do under supervision.

DESIGN TECHNOLOGY
Throughout their time in Junior School children will have the opportunity to design and build a wide range of devices, objects, models and systems (e.g. a working vehicle or board game).  A variety of skills are developed through this work in wood, card, fabric, 'found' materials and construction kits extending to the addition of cogs, gears, motors, electrical circuits and the increased requirements to plan effectively and work collaboratively. We also offer opportunities for children to work in the realms of food technology and textiles.

ART & CRAFT
As the children are given experience of a wide variety of subjects and topics so they will be expressing themselves in the area of art and craft.  They will use media such as paint, fabric, clay, chalk, pastel, pencil and collage materials.  Children will also be given the opportunity to become involved in art appreciation.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION
The children will be involved in gymnastic and creative movement.  They will work on large apparatus and experience movement accompanied by percussion instruments and music. Children will have a weekly games lesson when basic skills are taught which lead to experience of team games.  At present we are allocated two swimming sessions and all children will receive some swimming tuition in Year 4.  (If your child cannot go swimming or be involved in P.E. lessons a note is appreciated).  All pupils have to wear a swimming cap for school swimming lessons. Earrings must be removed for physical activities.
Sport has a very high profile at our school. We aim to develop physical skills and competencies so that our children are able to learn through action awareness and observation. Participation in a variety of activities is provided for all children.

Our extra-curricular involvement in sporting activities is extensive.  We play a wide variety of sports and, throughout the year, participate in football, cricket, rugby, rounders, netball, matball, volleyball, crab football and swimming. We also take part in local competitions involving many of these sports.

MUSIC
We have a wide variety of instrumental groups in school and, at present, there are groups of guitar, flute, clarinet and brass players.  The children who are interested are given a test to try to assess their suitability and this will usually be in Year 3, 4 or 5.  The time when children commence tuition and the size of the groups will be determined by the number of teachers available to give such tuition.  Peripatetic (visiting) music teachers also visit school once a week and help groups of children with guitar, brass and clarinet for short periods.  Once a child has joined a music group it is necessary to practise at school and at home and we hope that parents will encourage their child to do so.

At the present time, parents whose children are in receipt of peripatetic music tuition are asked to make a termly payment for the cost of such lessons.  (It is currently £80.00 per term – Autumn, Spring, Summer).
We also aim to provide musical experiences for all the children as part of their curriculum entitlement.  Children listen to and sing a wide variety of music. They will also have the opportunity to experience the playing of a variety of simple instruments and become involved in composing and the appreciation of music.

We also have an excellent school choir which all children have the opportunity to join.

HISTORY
Our school history curriculum aims to help pupils develop a sense of identity through learning about development of the world.  It also introduces pupils to what is involved in understanding and interpreting the past. It has a variety of purposes. It arouses interest in the past. It contributes to pupils' knowledge and understanding of other countries and cultures.  It helps children understand the present in the light of the past. It enriches other areas of the curriculum.  It trains the mind by study. 
 It prepares pupils for adult life. Our school history curriculum is delivered through a combination of topic-based work and work which is seen as free-standing units of study.

GEOGRAPHY
Our school geography curriculum is concerned with the study of places, the human and physical processes which shape them and the people who live in them. It helps pupils make sense of their surroundings and the wider world. A 'map work' policy will run alongside the study of wider aspects of geography dealt with as an integral part of topic work or as independent units of study.

MODERN FOREIGN LANGUAGE
The school year 2006/2007 saw the introduction of a modern foreign language into our curriculum.  We now teach Spanish to all our new entrants in the form of a weekly Spanish lesson.  Teaching is mostly interactive using resources specially designed and purchased for the primary school.
PERSONAL, SOCIAL, HEALTH  AND EMOTIONAL EDUCATION AND CITIZENSHIP

Our school has a responsibility for the personal and social development of pupils and we are keen to encourage pupil participation in the community life of the school, engendering concern for the common good.  Our school follows a policy and a scheme of work for this aspect of your child's education. We are pleased to announce that in September 2006 we achieved Healthy Schools status.

We have established a School Council whereby children’s views and suggestions are heard and healthy discussion regarding life at school regularly takes place.

CHILDREN WITH SPECIAL NEEDS
Children with learning difficulties will have their needs met and our school keeps a register of children causing concern.  The class teacher will work alongside the child to offer support and guidance. We may also make use of other agencies such as Rotherham's Learning Support Service (L.S.S.).  In all cases we consider it vital to keep parents fully informed and include them in any programme of learning which may help their child. Our procedures are in line with the new Code of Practice.  We have a member of our teaching staff who works to co-ordinate the needs of S.E.N. pupils and their parents.
ASSESSMENT, RECORDING AND REPORTING
Assessment of pupil progress is an integral part of our work.  Children are assessed informally on a daily basis so that teachers can plan the next stages of learning.  On a more formal basis, children are given tasks and tests which are marked and recorded internally so that progress over time can be mapped and any appropriate actions can be planned, e.g. extra activities to consolidate learning.  A formal written report is given to parents at the end of each school year.  The school does hold information on pupils which, from time to time, is shared with other agencies, such as our Local Authority.

CHILD PROTECTION
Lilly Hall Junior School has a duty to refer to Social Services and/or the Police any actual or suspected concerns of child abuse.  The school has a teacher designated with responsibility for Child Protection. There is a policy which outlines the steps which must be taken should abuse be alleged or suspected.  The Policy follows the Procedures approved by the South Yorkshire Area Child Protection Committee, of which the Department of Education, Culture and Leisure Services is a member.

SCHOOL VISITS
During the year, your child will probably be going out of school on an educational visit. It may be a local visit into Maltby, or the nearby countryside, or it may be further afield to a place of interest for a day visit.  Such visits are only possible because we receive full support from our parents in the form of voluntary contributions for funding such important activities.  If voluntary contributions were insufficient to fund educational visits then that visit would have to be cancelled.  In Year 6 your child may go on an educational visit of a week's duration. Each visit will be preceeded by discussion and preparation and followed up by work in school after the visit. Parents can be a great help on day visits by offering to accompany the children and your interest generally in these visits will be especially welcome.

Risk assessments are always carried out prior to a visit.

If parents of children in receipt of free school meals are finding difficulty in offering voluntary contributions for school visits they are asked to contact school and speak in confidence to the class teacher or Head teacher.

A detailed copy of our Charges and Remissions policy is available from the school.

HOMEWORK
We have an established school policy for homework and further details will be given shortly after your child has been admitted. We trust parents will see all the advantages of children developing good homework attitudes and study skills and of course adult expectations upon children must be reasonable.  We anticipate each child will have a homework diary which will serve as yet another valuable link between home and school.

DISCIPLINE
Our discipline in school is very good though we do experience difficulties from time to time.  For the majority of our children we find that temporary withdrawal of affection or, in more serious cases, a withdrawal of privileges, is most effective. When someone else's property or person has been damaged, apologies, reparations and a promise that such conduct will not happen again, are required. In serious cases, parents will be informed of events, and suggestions may be made as to the course of action that the parent take to reinforce what school has done.

In response to our concerns regarding behaviour we have recently introduced a new behaviour charter which operates on a rewards and sanctions basis.    Over the past few years this charter has worked with increasing success and popularity with both children and parents.   Sanctions are in the form of recorded warnings and rewards are given via a series of graded awards.
The staff of the school are very caring and always handle situations professionally. If parents do have a grievance it is advisable to arrange a suitable time with the teacher or the Head teacher when discussion can take place.

We expect our children to demonstrate good behaviour and discipline in their attitudes to work.  If children do not do what is expected of them they may be kept in at playtime or for part of the lunchtime.  If children persistently demonstrate bad behaviour at lunchtime it may be reasonable to expect that children go home for dinner or the parent joins us to provide extra supervision.
Our main school rule is that "indoors we do indoor things, use indoor voices and never run", and we emphasise that, in enjoying our rights and privileges, we must never infringe on other people's rights.

Corporal punishment is not used in school.

A full copy of our Discipline and Anti-Bullying policies are available on request.

Positive Handling Policy
It is recognised that the majority of pupils in our school respond positively to the discipline and control practised by staff.  This ensures the well-being and safety of all pupils and staff in school.  There can arise exceptional circumstances where staff may need to take action in situations where the use of reasonable, proportionate and necessary force may be required.  Staff are provided with appropriate training to deal with these very rare but difficult situations.
SAFETY AT SCHOOL
Governors and staff are fully committed to ensuring the safety of the children and the premises. We follow the guidance issued by the Local Authority and endeavour to give a high priority to any safety related matter.

INSURANCE OF CHILDREN
All schools have been advised by the Director for Children and Young Peoples Services to draw attention to the fact that there is no personal accident insurance for pupils who may suffer injury whilst at school and when participating in approved activities.  The liability of the Council is strictly limited to the cases where negligence can be proven on the Authority's behalf.  Schemes do exist, run by various insurance companies, whereby parents may arrange their own personal accident insurance for their children if they wish to do so.

SCHOOL HEALTH
The School Health Service offers a service in and through school to help with the health and well-being of your child.  The nurse from the School Health Service is available to visit the school on request.

A medical examination and assessment can be offered in the first year of school to all children including checking hearing, sight, height and weight.

Height and weight data are collected from pupils in Year 6 (subject to parental consent).

Sight and hearing can be checked again at regular intervals or at the request of the child, parent, teacher or other professionals.

The School Health Service can arrange referral to other clinics or help from other professionals if necessary.

The School Health Service does liaise with your general practitioner so that she/he is kept in the picture. 
The school nurse offers advice on health promotion in school.

HOW YOU CAN HELP US – PLEASE?

Attendance

Please see that your child attends school regularly and punctually.  If absent, a written message or a telephone call is needed from you otherwise the school will make contact with home to seek an explanation.  Holidays should not be taken in school time and any requests for such must be made by completing a form available from the office. There is no entitlement to holidays being sanctioned during term time and only in exceptional circumstances will any request be considered.  All holidays are now unauthorised in line with the Maltby Learning Community Policy.
Should there be concerns over your child’s attendance the school will involve the Education Welfare Officer.

The attendance patterns of all pupils are closely monitored by school with assistance from the Education Welfare Officer. Parents will be informed when their child’s attendance levels become a cause for concern.

Uniform

Since September 1996 our school has had a suggested uniform. Please refer to the clothing list at the front of this booklet. The uniform enhances the spirit of our school community and the vast majority of pupils wear it.  It is crucial that all items of uniform are named and it is helpful if footwear (particularly slippers and Wellingtons) and coats and tracksuits are also labelled.  We request that blue denim jeans are never worn for school.  We prefer children not to wear jewellery, rings and expensive watches as these are sometimes lost and occasionally, unfortunately, stolen.  This can be a very upsetting experience for a child. We would prefer children not to have their ears pierced. We have had occasions in the past when children have had earlobes torn (accidentally) in P.E. lessons or on the playground.
This can be a very distressing and painful experience for a child and if you still wish your child to have pierced ears please consider the advice we have offered.  Children will not be allowed to do P.E. or go swimming wearing earrings.

Equipment
(a)
We would like you to provide your child with a pair of indoor shoes to change into.  This has been a great help in the past in keeping the school smart and clean.  We don't mind what kind of change whether it be pumps, sandals, trainers or another pair of shoes.

(b)
An old shirt, apron or overall will keep your child's clothes clean when using paint or clay, if you can provide one.

(c)
For P.E. girls will need a black leotard and boys will need white or black shorts. Football boots are not vital at the younger end of school – a strong pair of old shoes are sufficient, unless you wish to buy football boots. An old tracksuit for games lessons is needed or alternatively a change of clothing will suffice.

Lunch Times
School dinners are run on a cafeteria system and the children have a choice of food available. Our school works with the “Healthy Menus” suggested by the Local Authority. These became common to all Rotherham Schools in September 2006.  If your child has any special dietary requirements we will do our best to cope. Please have a word with the Head and then we can consult with our cook.  It is very helpful if dinner money is paid on Mondays for the week and it helps our collection system if the money is sent in a container or envelope with your child's name and class written on it.  If payment is made by cheque please make it payable to Rotherham Metropolitan Borough Council (RMBC) and on the reverse please show the child’s name, class and the debit card number.

The choice of whether to have a school dinner or packed lunch is obviously a matter for parents and children. We also understand that from time to time choices may alter.  All we ask is that changes are made via a letter and only at half-termly intervals.
We are currently part of a project which is operating in Rotherham Schools.  We are working with ‘The Food Trust’ to improve the provision of school meals.  Various promotional events have improved the take up of school meals and the children are given the opportunity to choose their meal at the start of each day.  We hope your child will try out our school meal provision.
Free School Meals
When family circumstances change it may be that your child is entitled to free school meals.  Please do not hesitate to pick up an application form from the school office.

Travel To and From School
If you will be transporting your child to school and back could you please note the following parking advice given to us by the local police:-

(a) Do not park in the school entrance or the area marked "School Keep Clear", including the bus stop.

(b) Do not double park. Park only on the school side of the road.

(c) Keep off the grass verges and do not block people's drives.

(d) Parents are requested to avoid parking on the area around the electricity sub-station.

(e) Parents should not use the school drive or the car park.

After a very long battle we now have a school crossing patrol. Please encourage your child to make full use of this facility.

The police are in constant touch with school in order to monitor parking problems.  They visit the school regularly and do issue warnings and fines to illegally parked drivers.

Help From Parents
Parental help is encouraged and appreciated in school. At present, parents help with baking, sewing, and listening to children read.  If you think you have something to offer us, contact us and we will try to arrange some time.  Police checks will be made for helpers who come into school on a regular/frequent basis.

Medication
Parents of children who require prescribed medication whilst at school need to complete an authorisation form which is available from the school office.  We ask that medication is brought into school only in exceptional circumstances.  A “three times a day” prescription can be managed at home leaving staff only having to manage doses higher than this.


We very much look forward to welcoming your child into our school and anticipate that we shall establish good relationships with yourselves throughout the time of your child’s education at Lilly Hall.  Should you require any additional information do not hesitate to contact the school.

The information given in this booklet relates to the year 2012/2013 and is correct at the time of publication.
